WHEREAS, the Great Lakes Water Authority ("GLWA") is a Michigan municipal authority and public body corporate
organized and existing pursuant to the provisions of Michigan Public Act No.233 of 1955, as amended, MCL 124.281, et
seq. ("Act 233"), for the purpose of establishing a regional sewage disposal system to operate, control, and improve the
sewage disposal system leased from the City of Detroit; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Act 233, the County of Wayne is a constituent municipality of the GLWA; and
WHEREAS, as authorized by Act 233, GLWA and the constituent municipalities are required by state and federal law to

adopt binding rules and regulations (Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference) as part of an Industrial
Pretreatment Program (IPP) in order to comply with all applicable state and federal laws, including, without limitation, the

requirements of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act, 33 USC Section 1251, et. seq., the General Pretreatment
Regulations for Existing and New Sources of Pollution, 40 CFR 403, and the National Categorical Pretreatment Standards
contained in 40 CFR Sections 405-471; and

WHEREAS, these rules and regulations were adopted by GLWA as a uniform code to: (1) regulate wastes and wastewaters
discharged into the collection system for all participating municipalities; (2) prevent the introduction of pollutants into the
wastewater systems which will interfere with the operation of the system, contaminate the resulting sludge, or pose a hazard
to the health, safety or welfare of the people, the communities or to employees of GLWA; (3) prevent the introduction of
pollutants into the wastewater system which will pass inadequately treated through the system and into the receiving waters,
the atmosphere, and the environment, or will otherwise be incompatible with the system; (4) provide for the recovery of
costs from users of the wastewater collection system sufficient to administer regulatory activities and meet the costs of
operation, maintenance, improvement and replacement of the system.

WHEREAS, after a 45-day public comment period and public hearing, the Board of the GLWA approved the IPP Rules on
November 13, 2019.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the governing body of The City of Allen Park, in compliance with Act 233
and state and federal law, hereby concur in the IPP rules and regulations attached hereto as Exhibit A; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the adoption and approval of the rules and regulations contained in Exhibit A shall
be contractually binding on the parties, and no governing body of The City of Allen Park shall be authorized or empowered
to rescind or change the approval granted in this resolution without 180 day prior written notice to the GLWA.

FOR THE MONTH OF JULY

New Business

Police Chief Wilkewitz officially retired on July 27%.

New Police Chief was sworn in by Judge Page at the council meeting the following day, July 28,
2020. At that same meeting additional promotions occurred.

Vince Genaw was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant and awarded (2) two
accommodations for a Military Service Award & Community Service Award for his
assistance in preparation and implantation of a peacefully protest on June 4%, 2020.

Erik Jablonski was promoted to rank of Sergeant and awarded an accommodation for a
Community Service Award his professionalism and assistance while standing out in front
of the building during the protest building rapport and trust with our protestors, business
owners, and residents.

Ilie Fetelea was promoted to rank of Sergeant and awarded an accommodation for a
Community Service Award his professionalism and assistance while standing by outside
of the public’s view, in riot equipment in the event the protest became violent or people
need to be rescued to secure life and property. This also assisted in building rapport and
trust with our protestors, business owners, and residents.

Technology

The Watch Guard body and car cameras have been approved and ordered, the rep, Dave
Lowery will advise when the new V300 system is ready to be shipped sometime in
September. Then equipment and vehicle installation will need to be completed and Policy
and Procedure will follow.

Tyler Software System will be coming on line most likely in 2021, pushed back Covid.

Calls for Service

July our Police Department had 1462 contacts with the public, those contacts could vary
in the amount of people during each contact.

July our Police Department completed 252 reports, and arrested 51 people (Compared to
4 for June), and we issued more than 562 citations.

Year to date our Police Department had 8377 contacts and completed 1645 reports.

e Officer Swope is progressing well and is entering his last section, Phase 4 in August and
may be certified for Solo Patrol by then end of next month. He also apprehended a
suspect after a short foot chase.

e We had an officer injured during an arrest. He is not on workers comp, but HR is
handling it and will continually monitor the officers status.

Flee & Eluding Reports

e We had 4 individuals drivers attempt to flee from officers. 1 was terminated by a
Supervisor the other 3 were short in duration or the person ran on foot form the car. Of
those three, all 3 individuals were taken in to custody without injure or incident.

Use of Force Reports

o There were two use of force reports completed as a result of a single incident. Be on the
lookout (BOL) broadcast was given out from the Westland Police Department of suicidal
female believed to be armed with a gun on I-94. Our officers while looking observed the
vehicle and performed a Felony Traffic Stop. Ordering the person out at gunpoint and
using de-escalation techniques were able to get her into treatment safely.

Training & Audits

e Sgt. Eron Feltz is back in Eastern Michigan’s Police Staff and Command after they had to
suspend the training due to lack of Covid procedures. The program has taken the
appropriate steps to comply and he is scheduled to graduate in November. Sgt. Feltz
research project is examining a Jailer/Cadet/Intern Program to lower city liability and
more importantly, raise safety in our jail for prisoners, attorneys, and officers.

e Lt Mehall attended and passed a TAC Training and certification class to ensure our
department is in compliance with standards for running criminal histories, drives license,
and other information through the Law Enforcement Information System (LEIN).

e Sgt. Feltz assisted State Auditors with a LEIN audit to ensure we were compliant. We
will be addressing areas of concern the auditors had with ensuring warrant confirmations.

Cop on the block has resumed again (Outside with social distancing and masks required).
The last one was on 7/29/2020. The next ones will be every other week, one in the north
and one in the south area of town, Next one will be 8/12 and a member of the Secret
Service will be on hand to discuss counterfeit bills. The meeting after that we are trying
to bool representatives for drug awareness and resources. Future COB Dates are; August
12119, & 26, Sept 9 & 23, Oct 7 & 21 and we will put our November’s based on
response. We would also not be opposed coming on a weekend. Safety is always our first
priority. We will be bringing road officers also so our residents can get to know who it is
protecting them day and night. They will give information but also to attending get
quality of life issues residents want to inform us on. “Let’s All Work Together for a Safer
Allen Park.”

Meetings to discuss the APPD Vision were conducted with all Lieutenants, Sergeants,
and approximately 25% of the Officers. It is my intention to have one on meetings with
every member of the department to discuss our vision, plan to get there and their
suggestions to have a better ran department with stronger community partnership.
Meeting with Chief Lafond and Deputy Cann to discuss Covid response, grants,
equipment, and joint future training.

Due to the Governor’s Last Executive Order 2020-160 we will be having council meeting
on back on ZOOM.

Future Goals

To accomplish best practices policies and procedures, citizen partnership and
transparency, and department accountability we will begin the process of getting our
department accredited through the Michigan Association of Chiefs of Police. 4 Members

of the department will be attending an accreditation training seminar on September 15 &
16, 2020.

Parks, Recreation & Community Center

There will be no Downriver Junior Football League (Bulldogs) this season after the DJFL board voted to
opt out in late July. Therefore Cunningham Park will not house the junior football season this Fall.

Continue to follow all guidelines for essential workers.

Ask all four health screening questions to all visitors to the Community Center and take temperatures.
Also all employees follow the same daily protocol.

Playground equipment sanitized weekly with signs posted in parks regarding social distancing.

The Concert in the Park series has hosted two of the four concerts with unbelievable success. We have
provided PPE for anyone who would like masks, gloves, etc. Social distancing signs are in place and all
attendees are following executive orders. The Beatles Tribute Band plays August 11 at Riel Park and our
fourth and final event is pending a common date with the DSO. Having the Show Mobile has been an
enormous asset thanks to the Festivities Committee and the DDA.

Our 7-week Mobile Recreation in the parks has been completed. This event, which was held in four parks
each week, was also met with great success. Games, arts and crafts were the highlight of the program. It
ran from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. Monday thru Thursday, unless shortened by poor weather.

On August 11", we will hold our fourth and final Lemonade-in-the-shade event. This one will be at Riel
Park. This wonderful event draws high interest and has been in four parks. Lemonade, music and arts and
crafts are provided.

Grass in parks is being cut weekly.

With the closure of the Community Center, Meals on Wheels and Senior Transportation continues with
safety in mind.

Men’s softball has completed 7 weeks of a 10-week season. The championship tournament begins
Sunday, August 23.

We have hosted a Senior Softball league at Champaign #2 diamond.

We have also hosted a Past Time baseball tournament at the 409 diamond four times this season.
