WHEREAS, after full consideration of the City’s current and anticipated future financial condition, to preserve the financial stability of the City, and the desire to maintain a designated assessment of 6.75 Mills to fund fire and police services and 1.9015 Mills to fund road capital improvements it is necessary and appropriate to seek voter approval to amend the Charter for the City of Allen Park; 		   
WHEREAS, section 21(1) of the Home Rule City Act (HRCA), MCL 117.21(1), authorizes a city council to adopt a resolution proposing to amend the city charter by a three-fifths vote of its members-elect, and the resolution proposing to amend the city charter must set forth the exact wording of the proposed amendments to be submitted to the city voters for approval at a regular or special election, and;
WHEREAS, the resolution must set forth the ballot language for the proposed charter amendments with each proposal being limited to a single subject, and if the subject of a proposal includes more than one related proposition, each proposition shall be separately stated as a ballot proposal to afford an opportunity for a separate vote of the city voters for or against each proposition, and
WHEREAS section 21(2) of the HRCA, MCL 117.21(2), requires that the ballot language for the submission to the city voters of each proposed amendment, including any separate statement of purpose, shall be limited to 100 words, exclusive of caption, shall be a fair and impartial statement of the purpose of the amendment, and shall not create prejudice for or against the proposed amendment,
NOW, THERFORE, The Allen Park City Council resolves that:
CHARTER AMENDMENT PROPOSAL NO. 1
1. [bookmark: _Hlk42595375]Section 8.01 of the Allen Park City Charter shall be amended as follows:

A. The city shall have the power to assess taxes and levy and collect rents, tolls, and excises. Exclusive of any levies authorized by statute to be made beyond Charter tax rate limitations, the general tax upon taxable real and personal property in the city shall not exceed in any one year 20 mills of the taxable assessed value of all real and personal property in the city. 

2. The current charter section being altered by this amendment provides as follows:
The city shall have the power to assess taxes and levy and collect rents, tolls, and excises. Exclusive of any levies authorized by statute to be made beyond Charter tax rate limitations, the general tax upon taxable real and personal property in the city shall not exceed in any one year 12 1/2 mills of the taxable assessed value of all real and personal property in the city. 

3. The Ballot language for Charter Amendment Proposal No. 1 shall be as follows:
CHARTER AMENDMENT PROPOSAL NO. 1-Allen Park City Charter
This amendment will amend the second sentence of Section 8.01 (Powers to tax; limitation) to read as follows:
 Exclusive of any levies authorized by statute to be made beyond Charter tax rate limitations, the general tax upon taxable real and personal property in the city shall not exceed in any one year 20 mills of the taxable assessed value of all real and personal property in the city.

CHARTER AMENDMENT PROPOSAL NO. 2


1. Section 8.01 of the Allen Park City Charter shall be amended to include the following:

8.01a No less than an amount equal to 6.75 Mills of the annual millage limitation authorized in Section 8.01 shall be used for police and fire services.

This amendment will provide a new section 8.01b which would read as follows: 
 No less than an amount equal to 1.9015 mills of the annual millage limitation authorized in Section 8.01 shall be used for road capital improvements.

4. The City Clerk shall transmit a certified copy of this resolution to the Governor of the State of Michigan for approval of the proposed amendments (MCL 117.22) and transmit a certified copy of this resolution to the Attorney General of the State of Michigan for approval of the proposed ballot language for the proposed amendments (MCL 117.21).

5. The proposed amendments shall be submitted to the qualified electors of the City of Allen Park at the general election to be held in the City on Tuesday, November 3, 2020, and the City Clerk is directed to give notice of the election and notice of registration in a manner prescribed by law and to do all things and to provide all supplies necessary to submit the Charter amendments to a vote of the electors as required by law.

6. The proposed charter amendments shall be published in full, together with the existing charter provisions amended as required by law.

7. Legal counsel to the City is authorized to make such technical changes in ballot language as may be required to conform to the requirements of State law or as may be advised by the Attorney General of Michigan, provided that no changes may be made to the authorized millage rates.
